Times
The tournament will be held Saturday, Oct. 3, with departure from 

Caesars Palace at 11:30 a.m. and a shotgun tee-off at 1:00 p.m. An 
awards ceremony with dinner, drinks, and drawings for door prizes will 
conclude the event.

Course
The Angel Park Golf Club’s Mountain Course is desert golf at 

its finest. Winding through the rolling natural terrain and skirting 
dense stands of native vegetation, this course is at an elevation of 
2,800 feet and features panoramic views of the Spring Mountains, 
Red Rock Mountains and the Las Vegas skyline that are simply 
spectacular.  The course, designed by Arnold Palmer and Ed Seay 
features 6,722 yards of golf from the longest tees for a par of 71 . 
The course rating is 72.4 and it has a slope rating of 128. The course 
plays havoc with approach shots. Undulating greens and uphill 
approaches are the keys to master for a good score here. Most of 
the greens are elevated and mounded, so reading the greens is 
tricky. The 428-yard par-4 No. 10 hole defines the Mountain course. 
It requires an accurate tee shot, a second shot over the cart path 
and over a strip of desert landscaping onto a very uneven green. 
And don’t think the course is going to get easy as you near the 
clubhouse, No. 17 has a split fairway and long hitters will probably 
come up short of the green on their second shot.

Dress Code
The Angel Park Golf Club requires all players to wear proper golf 

attire—Men: Collared shirts with sleeves, mid length shorts and 
pants—Women: Collared shirt, sleeveless blouse of conservative 
design, mid-length shorts and pants. Clothing that is not appropriate 
includes: denim shorts, denim jeans, t-shirts, swimming attire, 
gym shorts, halter-tops, tank tops, cut-offs and other dress that is 
deemed inappropriate.

Non-metal spikes must be 
worn while on the course. You may purchase softspikes for $10.00 
and they can be installed onsite.
